You will need to be at the Twin Lakes Camp in Woodworth, La. no later than Friday Evening November 12, 2010 by 6:30PM and will be leaving on Sunday November 14, 2010 around 1:00PM.  If you can get there earlier Friday, please do so as we will need help in setting up for the Frontier Adventure.  You will need to have eaten your Friday evening meal as none will be provided if you get there late Friday.  If you arrive earlier Friday and help setup, Friday meals will be provided.  There will be three events that will take place back to back.  The first event is the Frontiersman Camping Fellowship Frontier Adventure, the second is the NMLRA Muzzleloading Education Class which is required to shoot a muzzleloader at any FCF function, and the third will be Buckskin level testing.  The Frontiersman Camping Fellowship Frontier Adventure is the only time each year that new candidates who have completed the requirements for membership are brought into the Frontiersman Camping Fellowship. You must have your Ranger Leader’s Code of Conduct Form signed by your Pastor to be allowed to stay!
