The November Frontier Adventure will be held Friday November 12, 2010 thru Sunday November 14, 2010 at Twin Lakes Camp Ground in Woodworth, LA. starting at 6:30PM sharp.  We will still hold our District Trace on January 7, 8, & 9 2011 at Twin Lakes Campground Woodworth, La.  All requirements for Frontiersmen, Buckskin, and Wilderness change to the new requirements on January 1, 2011 so this is your last opportunity to advance under the old requirements! 

Why make plans to attend this November Frontier Adventure?  Because the next one is scheduled for November 2011.  For those going up for Advancement in FCF (Buckskin or Wilderness), you must help out at a Frontier Adventure as part of your requirements and another will not be held until November 2011. To attend the November Frontier Adventure on Friday November 12, 2010 thru Sunday November 14, 2010 at Twin Lakes Camp Woodworth, La., you must complete all of the requirements for joining Frontiersman Camping Fellowship as outlined in the new FCF Frontiersman Application, fill out the FCF Frontiersman Application from the National FCF Website ( WWW.Nationalfcf.com ), send the completed application to Rodney “Eagle Scout” Eaton at 1722 Bayou Circle Bossier City, La. 71112 with appropriate fees ($50.00 per Young Buck and $60.00 per Old timer with checks made out to Jim Bowie Chapter) by October 17, 2010, print out the appropriate Candidate Packet from the La. RR Web site ( WWW.LARR.ORG ), bring everything on the Equipment list, fill out the appropriate forms, and plan to have a great time. There is a $10.00 late fee after October 17, 2010.

Anyone wanting to advance to Wilderness, please review all of the requirements, print out the Wilderness application from the National FCF Website – WWW.NATIONALFCF.COM , send the completed application with the $30.00 fee (check made out to Jim Bowie Chapter) to Rodney “Eagle Scout” Eaton at 1722 Bayou Circle Bossier City, La. 71112, and you will be instructed further on what to do then.  In order to test for Wilderness in January, you must have your application in by the end of the District Pow Wow October 8, 9, & 10, 2010.
Anyone wanting to advance to Buckskin, please review all of the requirements, print out the Buckskin application from the National FCF Website – WWW.NATIONALFCF.COM , send the completed application with the $20.00 fee (check made out to Jim Bowie Chapter) to Rodney “Eagle Scout” Eaton at 1722 Bayou Circle Bossier City, La. 71112, and you will be instructed further on what to do then.  We will hold Buckskin testing on Friday November 12 & Saturday November 13, 2010 in conjunction with the Frontier Adventure.  You must get your workbook early and practice your Frontiersman skills for the testing.  Applications and fees must be received by October 17, 2010 or there will be a $5.00 late fee.
Please let us know ASAP if you are planning to attend the November Frontier Adventure as a candidate, to help out, or have candidates or helpers in your outpost so we can plan accordingly.
