Rules, Regulations, and Information

Size, Weights and Specifications of Car

A. A car will not be more than 7 ½ inches in length.
B. A car will not be more than 2 ¾ inches wide.
C. A car will not be more than 3 inches in height.
D. A car will not weigh more than 6 ounces (170 grams).
E. There must be a minimum of 3/8 of an inch clearance from the bottom of the tires to the lowest part of the car body, including the wood block, weights, decorations.

F. No bearings, bushings or metal-to-metal contact in the running gear is allowed.

G. No starting devices are allowed.

H. No lubing or working on cars after they have been registered.  All lubricants must be applied prior to registration.

Note:  Weights must be an integral part of the car.  Weights will not be allowed taped or set on a car.  If weights or any part of a car comes off, there is no contest.  The heat will be re-run.  If the same car or parts leave the track again the car will be disqualified from racing.  No heat or race will be held up while repairs are made.  If a car is unable to run when its turn comes, it will be disqualified from that heat.
Race Procedures:

All cars entered into competition will be measured and weighed before registering at each level of competition.  Each car will be given a number that will be placed on the car for identification.

All roll-offs will be run on a system to find the fastest car in each category of competition.

Race Classifications:
1. Discovery Rangers: Grades 3-5
2. Adventure Rangers:
Grades 6-8

3. Expedition Rangers:
Grades 9-12
4. Leaders

5. Open:
Anyone including those listed in other classes.

Workmanship:
Three areas will be judged to compile a total score:

1. Originality:  The idea of the artist himself.  How much creative thought went in the design will be judged.

2. Workmanship:  the skill the workman shows in cutting, carving, sanding and detailing out the car.  Consideration will be made as to whether the ornaments were made by the owner or bought and attached.

3. Color and Appearance:  Painting color, texture, and overall appearance will be evaluated.

Qualification:

Each contestant may enter one car in each class they qualify to race.  It does not have to be the same car.  Each car must meet the requirements listed above for racing.
